o Press the arrow on the

open it. Then install

e Press and hold SETUP.

Press and hold the SETUP key until
the TV key blinks twice.

Note: Make sure your device

is on before you start. If you're
programming a DVD player, media
device, or anything else that plays
back sound or video, make sure you
have something playing.

° Press the device key.

Press the key for the device you
want to operate. For example, if
you want to program the remote to
operate your TV, press TV.

e Point the remote at your device.
Keep the remote pointed directly
O ) at the front panel of the device you
want to operate.

e Press and hold the number key.

® Keep holding the number key until
your device turns off. Then release
the number key.

Press and hold the number for your
brand that you circled for this device.

Note: If the original remote for this device
doesn’t have a power key, the One For All
remote will send a pause command instead.

° Test the remote with your device.

If you're satisfied with the way the remote
operates it: Follow the On-Remote Setup steps to
program the remote for your next device.

If the remote isn’t operating your device like you
think it should: Try the on-remote setup for it again
and keep holding the number key in step 6 until your
device turns back on.

Notes: If you can’t find a code that operates your device using the
on-remote setup, use the USB cable that came with this remote

to connect it to your PC or Mac and set up your remote online at
SimpleSet.com (the other side of this sheet has directions).

You can also use one of the other programming methods, described
in the owners manual available at SimpleSet.com.

One For All SmartControl

One For All SmartControl lets you control up to 3 devices in
your home theater without having to select the device keys—
the volume, channel, and other keys automatically go to the
right device!

Before you use One For All SmartControl for the first time,
however, you need to set it up. Take a look at the devices you
use when you watch TV or listen to music. Then choose that
option in step 3 below.

To set up One For All SmartControl:
1. Press and hold SETUP. The TV key blinks twice.

2. Press the SmartControl key you want to set up: for
Watching TV and &4 for Watching Movies. The TV key
blinks twice.

3. Press the number key from the table below that
corresponds to the devices you use for this activity.

To use One For All SmartControl:

1. Press the SmartContral key for the activity you want,
for Watching TV or & for watching Movies.

2. Hold the O key down until all of the devices for this
activity turn on.

Now, your volume, channel, and playback control keys
will automatically go to the right device for your home
theater setup.

a Install batteries in the remote.
